	Thank you for your interest in being a part of the Siegel Middle Choral Program this year.  Whether you are returning to us or beginning your journey with our choirs, I am pleased to welcome you to our choral program for the 2018-2019 school year.  The choirs at Siegel Middle are very active and we offer many opportunities for musical development.  Not only do we present quality programs within our school, but we maintain a presence in the community as well.  

	Please take the time to read through this packet in order to familiarize yourself to the activities and policies of the Siegel Middle choirs.  Siegel Middle School will offer three choral ensembles this year.  The Siegel Singers is a choral ensemble that does not require an audition to join.  The Siegel Singers rehearsal schedule can be found later in this packet.   $30 in choir dues are required in order to be a member of the Siegel Singers. These funds cover the following: choir shirt, all of your music for the school year, payment to clinicians who may work with the choir, payment for our pianist, and pizza before each concert.  Further fees may apply if your child wishes to audition for regional choral festivals. If you need ﬁnancial assistance, please do not hesitate to contact me directly. I want all students that want to be involved in choir to have that opportunity. I can work with you if you have any monetary concerns.  Choir dues must be paid by September 26th.  Please be aware that payments may be turned in before 1st period, but no payments will be taken after 4th period.  Checks should be made out to “Siegel Middle School.” 

	The Select Singers is an auditioned vocal ensemble that consists of 6th, 7th, and 8th grade singers.  If you are selected as a member of Select Singers, you must also be a member of the Siegel Singers and will be required to attend both rehearsals.  If you have a conflict with being in both ensembles, you must speak to me directly so that we can work something out.  Rehearsals will take place on Tuesdays from 4:30-5:30 PM.  

	Siegel Sound is our Show Choir.  More information about the Siegel Sound can be found on the Choir website, as this ensemble is only active during the second semester:

	All of our vocal ensembles will participate in exciting performances throughout the year such as our Winter Concert, Cabaret Show, Spring Concert, and our spring elementary school tour. There may be additional performances added along the way, so please make sure to sign up for REMIND to stay current on the happenings of the Siegel Singers!
